2) On February 13, 2009 an ABS Class was taught to six
employees from the Dennis Corporation, an engineering
and construction company, in Bluffton, SC. The class
involved three ITs from F10-11. A VSC was presented at
the end of the class for the company's new boat, to be
used in monitoring a bridge construction in Beaufort, SC.

This 8-9 hour course will surpass the total 2008 hours recorded for PE according
to the AuxData (6 hours).

3) FSO-PA Landis set up ads in the Island Packet classified section for PE
classes. During the 12 days it ran, the response was overwhelming. It generated
a total of #3 students interested in a GPS course (proposed for 3/30-4/30). It also
generated #5 students for another ABS course (proposed for the same period or
Spring).

A flier with information on PE courses, who to contact etc.was distributed at the
Savannah Boat Show (100 copies) and is being used by VE and MDV in their
assignments.

Finally, there are 18 listed on the Aux Data for ITs, upon requesting who would
be interested and motivated in being instructors for PE, | had six signed up, a 1/3
of the list.
